His son, Mr. William Watson, says: “The list of awards to my father during his lifetime
for various descriptions of stock in England, Ireland, Scotland, and France amounted
to upwards of five hundred.” The first occasion on which he exhibited polled cattle
under the auspices of the Highland and Agricultural Society of Scotland was at Perth
in 1829. His first prize pair of polled oxen at that show attracted much attention by
their size, symmetry, and quality.
